New Resident School  
The application of Redd Brown & Williams, Paintsville, KY to be licensed as a resident school in Kentucky is approved subject to the following conditions – (1) In that the school does not conduct its classes at a permanent location but rather utilizes the facilities of hotels or other public buildings no initial site visit is required; however the Commission must be notified in writing, at least 30 days in advance, of the location where any class/ program will be offered. (2) No class or program may be offered which has not received the prior approval of the Real Estate Commission, the Insurance Commission, the KY Bar Association, or some other official agency or group authorized to approve courses for credit. (3) No course may be advertised or promoted until the Commission has received in writing the course content, name and qualification of the instructor, and a copy of the approval to offer the course from an authorizing agency.

The Committee will meet again on January 22, 2014 at 9:00 AM EST to continue its review of regulations; and expects to be able to bring some draft regulations for initial review during the February 2014 Commission Meeting.   

Report of Complaint Committee

The Complaint Committee met on December 17, 2013 to continue its review and make changes to regulations dealing with the Complaint process. The Committee will meet again on January 21, 2014 at 1:00 PM EST to continue its work.
Report of the Executive Director’s Process Committee 
Mary Ann Miller, Chair of the Committee with input from Jim Jackson, Leonard Napolitano, and Secretary Zawacki determined two options for proceeding to hire a new executive director: (1) Start formal search now with idea of getting someone on board in the next two to three months; or (2) consider an option proposed by Secretary Zawacki that would put someone in place in a  temporary, part time role for the next several months until it can be determined fi the new fee structure will be approved by the legislature.

Motion Carried
Motion made by Brian Gupton and seconded by Gerria Berryman to request the Attorney General to pursue appropriate action, pursuant to KRS 165.410, in response to the complaint filed with the Commission by Monica Hall. Mary Ann Miller and Cindy Landry opposed. {Monica Hall recused herself from any discussion on the Motion and removed herself from the room while the vote was being taken.}
