Reconsideration Process 
Recommendation establishing a policy for reconsideration of certain final decisions of the Commission rendered in the Complaint Process. 
A party to a properly filed Complaint may request the Kentucky Commission on Proprietary Education reconsider a Final Decision rendered in the case.  The party seeking the reconsideration shall submit with the request a statement setting forth the basis for the request. 

A request for Reconsideration shall be considered timely if received by the Commission within 30 days of the date the party is mailed a notice of the Decision rendered by the Commission.

Upon receipt of a request to reconsider the Chair of the KCPE shall appoint one member of the Complaint Committee and two additional members from the Commission membership, none of who shall be affiliated with any party to the Complaint, to serve as a Special Committee in review of the request to reconsider.

The Special Committee shall, within 30 days, complete a review of all documentation of record.  The purpose of the review shall be to determine if the allegations warrant further investigation, fact finding, hearing, mediation, or other procedures to determine the merits of the Complaint. 

After conducting its preliminary review, the Committee, on behalf of the Commission, shall issue a determination holding the Request for Reconsideration to be either “with merit” or “without merit”. If the finding is “without merit” the Committee will advise the Commission of same, and the Commission will so advise all parties to the Complaint. If the finding is “with merit,” the Committee shall notify the Commission and proceed with such actions as it deems necessary and proper in accordance with KRS Chapter 165A.
Motion made by Mary Ann Miller and seconded by Debby Carter to adopt the Reconsideration Process.
Chairman Napolitano appointed a Special Committee comprised of Walter Lee, Cindy Landry and Sarah Levy to review the Reconsideration Request of Candy Clark, Deborah Struve, and Theresa Friedhoff in their Complaints against Institute of Dental Technology and Joshua Ratliff in his Complaint against Delta Career Academy.

Based on the discussion during the closed session a Motion was made by Mary Ann Miller seconded by Walter Lee for Mr. Wilborn be “detailed” again by the Personnel Cabinet to the position of Interim Executive Director for a period of up to one year; Wilborn to be reimbursed for the difference in the amount of his pay for the period between the time the current “detail” ends and the new “detail” begins; and the Commission to begin the process of seeking a permanent full time Executive Director.
