The members of the committee after independently reviewing all documentation in the matter of Joshua Ratliff vs. Delta Career Academy, Deborah Struve vs. Institute of Dental Technology, Theresa Friedhoff vs. Institute of Dental Technology, and Candy Clark vs. Institute of Dental Technology  have determined each of the requests for reconsideration is without merit.  The recommendation of the Complaint Committee, as adopted by the Commission, is upheld in each of these cases. 
The Special Committee recommends an admonition be added to the file of the Institute of Dental Technology which notes the school continued to use x-ray equipment in the teaching of its classes after discovering the equipment could not be used without the possibility of exposing students to excess radiation.  How long the equipment had been in this condition prior to the first Complaint being filed is unknown; however the Commission was first notified by Complaint dated  May 21, 2013 and  the machine was not repaired until  7/24/13.  
Motion made by Jim Jackson and seconded by Monica Hall to accept the Reconsideration Report. Motion Adopted
Report of Process Committee
The Committee met on October 2, 2013 and is scheduled to meet again on October 30, 2013 at 1:00 p.m. to continue a review of regulations. 
Sarah Levy has contacted Donna Little, Administrative Regulations Compiler, to confirm the Process Committee is proceeding in an appropriate manner.
Complaint Committee
Christopher Allen vs. Georgetown Nurse Aide Training Center (GNATC)
On October 22, 2013 the Complaint Committee of the Kentucky Commission on Proprietary Education met to review the Complaint against the Georgetown Nurse Aide Training Center (GNATC). Based on the evidence before it the Committee made the following findings and recommendation: 
$565.00 was paid to the Georgetown Nurse Aide Training Center (GNATC) Georgetown, KY so that Allen might be trained as a State Registered Nurse Aide. Due to school closing Allen was not able to complete the course.  
Therefore, the Committee recommends GNATC, Donna Parker, owner, within 10 days reimburse Allen the sum of $565.00. Failure of Parker to make payment and otherwise timely comply with these directives of the Commission will subject her to such additional civil or criminal proceedings as are necessary to assure compliance.
Lillian Hockensmith vs. Georgetown Nurse Aide Training Center (GNATC)

On October 22, 2013 the Complaint Committee of the Kentucky Commission on Proprietary Education met to review the Complaint against the Georgetown Nurse Aide Training Center (GNATC). Based on the evidence before it the Committee made the following findings and recommendation: 

$1400.00 was paid to the Georgetown Nurse Aide Training Center (GNATC), Georgetown, KY prior to its closing so that Hockensmith might be trained as a Phlebotomy Technician; Hockensmith also paid an additional $105.00 out of pocket to complete a necessary final exam; and Hockensmith never received the Certificates earned from GNATC for successfully completion of classes in Blood Borne Pathogens, First Aid, and CPR.

Therefore the Committee recommends GNATC, Donna Parker, owner, within 10 days mail certificates verifying Hockensmith successfully complete courses in Blood Borne Pathogens, First Aid, and CPR to Lillian Hockensmith, 99 Iron Drive, Frankfort, KY 40601; and that she reimburse Hockensmith the sum of $105.00. Failure of Parker to make payment and otherwise timely comply with the directives of the Commission will subject her to such additional civil or criminal proceedings as are necessary to assure compliance; and may obligated her to repay to the Office of Vocational Rehabilitation the entire $1400.00 tuition.

Kristen Hobbs  vs. Georgetown Nurse Aide Training Center (GNATC)

On October 22, 2013 the Complaint Committee of the Kentucky Commission on Proprietary Education met to review the Complaint against the Georgetown Nurse Aide Training Center (GNATC). Based on the evidence before it the Committee made the following findings and recommendation:

$800.00 was paid to the Georgetown Nurse Aide Training Center (GNATC), Georgetown, KY prior to its closing so that Hobbs might be trained as a EKG Technician; Hobbs was not able to complete that course because the school closed; and Hobbs never received the Certificates earned from GNATC for successfully completion of classes in Blood Borne Pathogens, First Aid, and CPR.

Therefore the Commission recommends GNATC, Donna Parker, owner, within 10 days mail certificates verifying Hobbs successful complete courses in Blood Borne Pathogens, First Aid, and CPR to Kristen Hobbs, 4824 Bryan Station Road, Lexington, KY 40511; and reimburse Hobbs the sum of $800.00. Failure of Parker to make payment and otherwise timely comply with the directive of the Commission will subject Parker to such additional civil or criminal proceedings as are necessary to assure compliance.

Motion made by Jim Jackson and seconded by Cindy Landry. Motion Carried
Jesse Rohrer vs. KY Horseshoeing School
On October 22, 2013 the Complaint Committee of the Kentucky Commission on Proprietary Education met to review the Complaint against the Kentucky Horseshoeing School, Richmond, KY. Based on the evidence before it the Committee made the following findings and recommendation:

The conduct and actions of Rohrer were in violation of the schools rules and regulations and were of such nature as to justify the Kentucky Horseshoeing School in initially suspended and then expelling Jesse from the program. Mr. Rohrer is not entitled to be reimbursed for any portion of the tuition paid to the school; however, he is to receive his $500.00 dorm deposit and a Certificate evidencing his successful completion of the 24 week Intermediate Farrier Course, all to be mailed to him within 10 business days.

Motion made by Jim Jackson and seconded by Walter Lee to adopt the Findings and Recommendations of the Complaint Committee in the matter of Jesse Rohrer vs. KY Horseshoeing School. Motion Carried
New Complaint filed, which was the subject matter of a Complaint previously filed with the Board of Proprietary Education

Without undertaken a formal review of the Complaint, the Committee discussed at its October 22, 2013 meeting, whether and under what circumstances a Complaint should be considered that was the subject matter of a Complaint previously filed with the Board of Proprietary Education.  The Complaint Committee recommended no action be taken on the Complaint; that it was considered by the Board of Proprietary Education; and there was no showing of facts or circumstances which would justify the Complaint being reconsidered by this Commission.

Motion made by Jim Jackson seconded by Debby Mobley, Motion Carried with one dissent.
